Thank you for your interest in the 5th International Adventure Therapy Conference, and for submitting your paper for consideration. If accepted for presentation, your abstract will appear in the conference abstract booklet and on the BACP website. 
Please read this information carefully and in conjunction with the ‘Guidelines for submitting to the 5th International Adventure Therapy Conference’. Once you have emailed your abstract to us please wait for an email acknowledgement; if you do not receive an acknowledgement within 7 days, please email kaye.richards@bacp.co.uk; unfortunately, abstracts go missing and we have no way of knowing they are lost until would-be presenters contact us (but please don’t leave it until two weeks before the conference!).

Workshops 

The length of each workshop is 2 HOURS. Workshops are designed to enable extended participation in and discussion of any related conference theme or topic.  Workshops need to engage the audience using appropriate educational methods (eg, reflective activities, discussion groups, demonstrations etc).  Ensure that you plan your session to include experiential activities and prepare how you will engage participants and keep their interest. Where a trainer would use a formal lesson plan, you might use a similar structure in planning how best to spend your 2 hours dividing it between presentation, activities and discussion.

Workshop presenters should also have a handout available (in addition to the abstract). Further references, literature reviewing and detail about your methodology should be put in your handout. Please note: workshops may not to be used for a long paper presentation.
Abstract format:

Abstracts should be no more than 350 words long (excluding title, contact information and references/web addresses).   
Abstract layout:

· Top margin: 2.0 cm

· Bottom margin: 2.0 cm

· Left and Right margins 3 cm

· Font style: Ariel, font size 11

Criteria for assessment

You should consider the following criteria when writing your abstract; this is the criteria that peer reviewers will use when assessing workshop presentation:

· Clarity of workshop aims

· Originality of workshop content
· Workshop includes experiential activities

· Structured activity appropriate for workshop topic

· Workshop adequately considers therapeutic approaches/perspectives and their relevance to adventure and outdoor practice
· Relevance to audience and to the conference theme

If you require alternative equipment, please let us know in advance and we will endeavour to accommodate your request. Please tell us if your presentation includes video, photographs or sound files and on which slides these are. Late requests for specialist equipment may not be accommodated (video, DVD, cassette player, TV etc).
