Once you have emailed your abstract to us please wait for an email acknowledgement; if you do not receive an acknowledgement within 7 days, please email kaye.richards@bacp.co.uk; unfortunately, abstracts go missing and we have no way of knowing they are lost until would-be presenters contact us (but please don’t leave it until two weeks before the conference!).

Poster Presentations
The poster format presents a piece of practice or research in a pictorial and eye-catching way and these will be displayed on poster stands in the exhibition area where the delegates assemble for refreshments.  Each poster presenter will be given a one-minute slot within a special section of the conference to introduce their poster in order to attract interest for their research (this will be timed). Poster presenters are also encouraged to have a handout available (in addition to the abstract). Additional references, literature reviewing and other relevant information should be put in your handout. 

A separate sheet called ‘poster tips’ is on the website and this may be particularly useful for first time poster presenters.
Criteria for assessment:
You should consider the following criteria when writing your abstract; this is the criteria that peer reviewers will use when assessing poster presentations:
· Clarity of aims of the poster
· Originality of idea

· The poster offers something useful for practitioners/or new to research

· Consideration of the implications for adventure and outdoor therapy/ counselling and psychotherapy theory, and/or practice are clearly made
· Relevance to audience and to the conference theme 

Abstract format:

Abstracts should be no more than 350 words long (excluding title, contact information and references/web addresses).
Abstract layout:

· Top margin: 2.0 cm

· Bottom margin: 2.0 cm

· Left and Right margins 3 cm

· Font style: Ariel, font size 11
