Career development loans can be applied for through Barclays, The Co-operative Bank and the Royal Bank of Scotland. The Learning and Skills Council pays the interest on the loan whilst learning and for one month after the end of studying. The loan is then repaid to the bank over an agreed period at a fixed rate of interest.

Information and help with regard to sources of government-funded help for full-time and part time courses. For those on lower income wishing to study as part-time students, funds include: Fee Grant to help with tuition fees and Course Grant to help with study costs, such as books, materials and travel. Maximum Fee Grant is based on how ‘intensive’ the course is and how long it takes to complete compared to the equivalent full-time course. For the most intensive courses, the maximum available through the Fee Grant and Course Grant is 
£1,470 for 2009/2010. The maximum amount is automatically awarded to those on certain benefits. Otherwise, how much is awarded depends on personal circumstances and household income. Help obtained through the Fee Grant or Course grant does not have to be paid back.

Secondment by Employer

People who are seconded take the majority of places on full time courses on full salary. Course fees are usually paid by the employer and possibly, in addition, travelling and accommodation allowances. Local Education Authorities second the largest number of students. Teachers intending to apply for secondment need to ascertain their LEA’s policy about conditions, eligibility and courses favoured.

Other employers in the public and private sectors may consider paying the fees for an employee to undertake a part time course, if the employee can show that the course would be of benefit in his/her work.

Self Finance

Increasingly, people are obliged to consider financing themselves by using their own funds, or borrowing from friends, relatives or the bank. This can, of course, be a risky business as finding employment as a counsellor after training cannot be guaranteed.  It may be safer to undertake a part time course that enables the student to continue in employment during training.
