Evaluating Roth and Pilling's Competence Framework for Clinical Supervision

Do you supervise counsellors/psychotherapists?

Do you train supervisors of counsellors/psychotherapists?

If you said ‘Yes’ to either of these questions, please read on.

Roth and Pilling's competence framework for clinical supervision was commissioned by CSIP, Skills for Health and NHS Education for Scotland for use in the IAPT programme. However, it also has potential as a general resource, for informing research and training. We are currently seeking to evaluate the framework by clarifying how well it reflects the current practice of clinical supervision, and current teaching practice on supervisor training courses. This research project is funded by the British Association for Counselling and Psychotherapy and the University of Leicester.

Over the next few months, we will be surveying the opinions of clinical supervisors and supervisor trainers. Data collection will take the form of a short (approx. 15-minute) online survey, to canvas opinion of the competence framework as a whole, followed by an optional email survey, to elicit in-depth opinion of the framework’s individual elements. You are eligible to complete this survey if you have current experience of supervising, or training supervisors of, talking therapists in any context related to mental health or to the promotion of well-being. 
The online survey asks you for your initial impression of the framework, rather than asking you to examine the framework in depth. At the end of the survey, you will be asked if you are willing to participate in the email survey, which will explore opinion of the competence elements in depth. The survey form instructions refer to a framework diagram. This can be accessed at www.ucl.ac.uk/clinical-psychology/CORE/supervision_framework.htm. However, you do not need to access the diagram in order to participate in the survey.
This research has been given ethical clearance by the University of Leicester. The online questionnaire can be completed anonymously. Any personal details you submit will be held in confidence.
