GUIDELINES TO REVIEWERS:

Length should be 900-1200 words and needs to relay in distilled form the main argument/point(s) the author(s) is making including: 
· How does it relate to existing literature in the field (please bear in mind this means relevance for counsellors in FE & HE)? 

· In what way does it (if it does) tell us something new or that could be adapted to the HE/FE sector? 

· How well are the author's ideas communicated? 

· What are the merits of the book or what is it lacking in depth, detail, originality, interest etc.? The aim is to be even handed. 

· How readable is it? 

· What is your personal take -did you like the book and why? How has it affected you? 

· How relevant is it to the work of FE/HE counsellors? 

· Are there any points, arguments, examples you would like to make based on your own experience/ practice?
